WEBINAR ON ROAD SAFETY: ROLES & RESPONSIBILITIES

With the aim of providing road safety information to the future road users, CAPT Bhopal conducted
a live webinar on ‘Road Safety: Roles & Responsibilities, in collaboration with Muskaan for Road
Safety under the Student Qutreach Programme Series for the high school students on 15%
September 2022 which was attended by the students of 5t. Montfort School, Bhopal.

The Chief guest of the session, Mr. Pawan Srivastava, IPS, Director CAPT Bhopal in his introductory
addressal, welcomed all the schools and students to the educative talk. He urged the young
children to follow all the road safety precautions. He, not only asked the future citizens to adhere to
these values and rules with much perseverance but also persuade their elders to cleave to the road
rules to reduce the number of fatalities on Indian roads.

The lead speaker for the session was Ms. Neha Khullar, Director Projects, Muskaan for Road Safety.
She began her address by quoting examples of famous personalities who lost their lives in road
accidents. Road accident injuries are the leading cause of death for children and young adults aged
5-29 years and every year the lives of approximately 1.35 million people are cut short as a result of
a road traffic crash.

She sensitised the students on how the man behind the wheel plays an important role in most of
the crashes. In most of the cases, crashes occur either due to carelessness or due to lack of road
safety awareness of the road user. Hence, road safety education is as essential as any other basic
skills of survival.

The presentation also highlighted some key aspects like understanding trauma occurring due to
road accidents, importance of wearing a helmet and seatbelt, penalties for breaking the road rules,
essential traffic control aids and devices, and the important road signs for children to follow.

She provided road safety information for road users to encourage safer road user behaviour among
current and prospective road users and reduce the number of people killed and injured on our

roads every year.

Students participated actively in the question answer session and all their queries where addressed
to. It was an informative and enriching session for the youngsters who realised the value of life.
