
Carnival of Champions: Annual Sports Meet 2023 

The much-anticipated Annual Sports Meet for the academic year 2023-24 took center stage at 

St. Montfort School, Bhopal on 8th December 2023 from 10 am onwards for the classes 6th to 9th 

& 11th in the Senior Secondary School campus. The event theme, "Carnival of Champions," 

promised a day filled not only with thrilling athletic competitions but also with a festive 

atmosphere that brought together students, teachers, and parents for a day of fierce 

competition, sportsmanship, the spirit of unity and unforgettable moments. 

The day kicked off with general welcome and introduction of the event followed by Prayer 

dance and floral welcome of the Chief guest, Mr Suresh Shrivastava, Vishwamitra Awardee, 

International Judo Coach and the guest of honour, Rev. Bro.

In addition to the standard track and field events, the Sports Meet featured a Talent Showcase 

where students of classes of 6th to 9th & 11th exhibited their non-sporting talents through their 

Cultural programme.

To emphasize the theme of unity, the Sports 

Meet included unique Zumba dance that required collaboration and coordination involving 

students from different grades showcased the importance of teamwork and companionship 

beyond individual achievements.
